Lunar New Year is an 

important public holiday for many countries including China, South Korea, Vietnam, Singapore, Malaysia, and Indonesia. In many 

countries, Chinese communities celebrate in the city's 'Chinatown' districts. This important date on the Chinese calendar has been 

celebrated for many centuries. During the festivities, ancestors are honored and traditional ceremonies are held where people get together 

and welcome the new year with customs that shall bring good luck, good fortune, wealth, prosperity, and happiness. The new year is often 

celebrated with dragon dances, lion dances, gift exchanging and fireworks.
