The 45-minute presentation touched on two parts — the Executive State Budget
and an Excelsior Scholarship Program. The presentation started off on the Executive Budget in which recently the Governor and State
lawmakers passed a $168 Billion spending budget for FY2019 right before Easter holiday weekend. The presentation followed into the
Excelsior Scholarship, a program where students and parents are offered to take advantage through a scholarship to allow undergraduate
students to attend a public SUNY or CUNY college, tuition-free for up to a five-years to complete a degree on time, with certain
eligibility requirements.
