In 2009 | got started learning Chinese by using the
Rosetta Stone Mandarin series 3 DVD set. | spent a
year carefully studying each lesson. This got me
nowhere. Yes, | learned vocabulary, but I could not
complete a spoken sentence, let alone have a
conversation. In 2010 | joined a website called Live
Mocha. The Live Mocha concept was to partner with
Chinese people who were trying to learn English.
There were lessons that contained vocabulary and
grammar with homework that progressed in
complexity. | connected with Chinese speakers, and
corrected their written and recorded English and they
would do the same with my written and recorded
attempts at Mandarin.

This interaction quickly led to Skype sessions
where we would speak in bad Chinese and English.
These Skype sessions led to friendships. | made many
Chinese friends this way, and had regular sessions with
good friends in Beijing, Xi’an, Xinjiang and Chengdu.
In 2011 | took my first trip to China and met my
Beijing friend, and then traveled by myself to Xi’an
and met another Live Mocha friend. One of my
Chinese study friendships turned into a relationship
and in 2012 I traveled to Chengdu and met the woman
who would eventually become my wife. | had been
working hard to improve my Chinese language skills
but, although my improvement was still clunky and my
listening skills were frustratingly not improving. Since
then, | have been to China 14 times. Along the way,
daily study and conversation with my girlfriend and
other Chinese friends had led to more fluent speaking.
Now, daily Chinese conversations with my dear wife
has made me a proficient speaker and a functional
listener.

Like any learning experience, time and
commitment is a primary requirement for obtaining
proficiency. My advice for the brave ones trying to
learn Mandarin, is immersion, immersion, immersion.
When you learn a new language, you are also learning
a new culture. Chinese people have a beautiful culture
and history. Chinese people are friendly and
welcoming and are always patient to those making the
Chinese language effort. Make Chinese friends. Make
one or more trips to China. My Chinese learning
experience has been a fulfilling accomplishment, and
one that will continue into the future.
